DOGS ELIGIBLE TO ENTER

This trial is open to all dogs fifteen (15) months of age or older that are registered with the AKC or that have AKC Limited
Registration, PAL/ILP, or an AKC Canine Partners listing number. Approved FSS breeds are also eligible to participate. Dogs with
a PAL/ILP or a Canine Partners listing number must be spayed or neutered in order to compete. Wherever the word “dog” is
used in these regulations it includes both sexes.

Dogs should be physically sound. Dogs that are blind or deaf shall not be eligible, and neither are bitches in season, aggressive
dogs, or dogs suffering from any deformity, injury, or illness which may affect the dog’s physical or mental performance. No
dog shall compete if it is taped or bandaged in any way or has anything attached to it for medical purposes. Refer to Chapter 2
of the Registration and Discipline Rules for the listing of registerable breeds that may participate.

Exhibitors should follow their veterinarian’s recommendation to assure their dogs are free of internal and external parasites,
any communicable diseases, and have appropriate vaccinations.

A refund of onehalf the entry fees will be given for bitches that come in season after entries close, provided the request is
made inwriting before the commencementf judging eachday. No other refunds will be giveafter closing.(Exceptiong

COURSE FAMILIARIZATION AND WARM-UPS

Handlers in all classes are permitted to walk the course, without a dog, prior to the start of the class. A walk-through period
will be held prior to each class.
